Sometimes, Stewar dship Beginsat Home

Driving through a neighborhood to pick up food donations from front doorsteps sounded like an easy way to help the ACCESS
County-Wide Food Drive on Saturday, October 10. What | didn't know was what an education it would be for me.

Westminster member Mary Jane Lamse and | teamed up to cover a small area on the near northeast side of Grand Rapids, less than
a mile from my own home. Several generations ago, this was a Dutch neighborhood on the east side of what was once called the
Brickyard area. Today, it is anchored by businesses like Van's Bakery on Fulton near Diamond and the Fulton Street Farmers
Market near Fuller, and the area residents are quite diverse. Mary Jane, who has volunteered for ACCESS before, told me it would
be better for us to park the car and walk door-to-door and ask people who hadn't put out bags if they would be willing to donate.
That made all the difference.

If we had only picked up bags on doorsteps in this working-class neighborhood, we would have brought just one bag back to the
church.

But instead, we met a lot of generous Grand Rapids neighbors, many who didn't have much to spare themselves, but who welcomed
us and put groceries into bags while we waited. One woman invited me into her living room to sit down while she gathered cans
and boxesin the kitchen. | admired the pen-and-ink drawings of Malcolm X and Maya Angelou displayed on her wall.

Mary Jane was invited in by a woman who had heard about the food drive on a Christian radio station and was only too happy to
give. "God blessyou," she said to Mary Jane as she turned to go.

At another home, | was thankful for the bilingual teenage daughter who explained to her mom that | was from the "iglesia,”
collecting food for the poor. Mom didn't have much in the way of canned goods, so she offered me fresh apples. | was sorry to tell
her we couldn't accept perishable food. Then, to her relief, her daughter found a jumbo box of multigrain crackersto give me.

Mary Jane and | al'so met a lot of Grand Rapids neighbors who need more help than they can give. The dad with six kids to feed.
The roommates, perhaps both out of work, who had gotten food from a pantry themselves to get by. The older man who had just
returned from a nursing home and whose landlord was taking him shopping to stock his own bare pantry. The woman, perhaps too
embarrassed to say that she had nothing to spare who, instead, asked us to come back later that day. (When we returned, we found
no one home.)

By the time we finished, we had collected between twenty and twenty-five bags of food. But we probably could have redistributed
those bags to other households in the same neighborhood. The people who gave taught me much about sacrificial giving.

The people who were not able to give underscored for me how "from everyone to whom much has been given [people like you and
me], much will be required" (Luke 12:48), and they taught me that we don't have to look far beyond our own neighborhoods to see

the need.
